As 2008 continues to speed by, Bay Town Trolley 
representatives are proud of the trolley’s significant 
accomplishments, and are thrilled to announce 
exciting upcoming initiatives. 
•  Look forward to riding free on June 19, 2008 

for our annual Dump the Pump and rider ap-
preciation day.

•  Summer passes are being offered to students 
ages 18 and under for $30. The pass is valid 
from June 1 – August 31, 2008.

•  We’ve just received a three-year grant to match 
local contribution to continue evening and 
weekend service.

•  We’re expecting final approval of a FTA grant to cre-
ate a downtown circulator using two new trolleys. 

•  Also upon final approval, Bay Town Trolley will offer 
a program where the elderly and the handicapped 
will receive personal, one-on-one training on how to 
ride the trolley. 

•   Two additional trolleys will be added to the beach 
for the Pier Park Express. Running on a separate 
route between Pompanos and Pier Park, the express 
will run Friday through Sunday, 10 a.m. – midnight.   

•  Remember that there will be no trolley service on 
July 4, 2008 in honor of Independence Day. 

Thousands of residents have taken advantage of the 
trolley’s extended service and are excited about the 
“Ride Late in ’08” initiative. Kicking off this year-long 
campaign in March, Bay Town Trolley representatives 
are seeing more residents and riders hoping on board 
for transportation to work, school and leisure activities. 

Each and every day, trolley representatives and drivers 
are hearing personal stories about how these extended 
hours are changing riders’ lives. Within the first month 
of extended service, longtime rider, Lisa Brock from 
Callaway, spoke of the impact the evening hours had on 
her. 

“I went to a job interview and I was glad that I could tell 
them that I was able to work from 7:30 a.m. to 6 p.m.,” 
said Brock. “I’m just so appreciative of the trolley repre-
sentatives and the elected officials because if it wasn’t for 
the extended hours I wouldn’t have been able to make it 
to my own graduation.”

Besides added mobility, the trolley’s extended service 
is helping others economically. With gas prices inch-
ing near the $4 mark, it’s no wonder that ridership is 
already up 8 percent just within the first five months of 
the year. According to the American Public Transporta-
tion Association (APTA), households that use public 
transportation save an average of $6,251 every year. 
On a larger scale, the U.S. benefits from public transit 
systems, such as Bay Town Trolley, by saving more than 
11 million gallons of gasoline per day. 

What’s more, by hopping onboard the trolley, riders can 
limit their carbon footprint, which negatively impacts the 
environment and causes Global Warming. In fact, a study 
prepared for the APTA shows that an individual can re-
duce his or her CO2 emissions by 20 pounds in a single 
day by riding public transportation, rather than driving a 
personal vehicle.

Not only is it economically and environmentally smart 
to ride Bay Town Trolley, but the extra two hours in the 
evening are an added convenience to trolley riders. Rid-
ers don’t have to worry about limited parking, rising gas 
prices or traffic congestion. Thanks to the local elected 
officials for making the extended service possible. No 
matter what the reason may be, Bay Town Trolley is get-
ting Bay County residents where they need to go.
